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Greetings from the Discovery department!  
I would like to share with you a glimpse 
into the work that Lisa and I do with our 
children.  In Discovery we work with 
children one on one.  One particular 
technique we use to help children 
understand figurative language and use 
inferential thinking is called, “Proverbs.”  I 
chose Proverbs 27:19.  It says, “As in water 
face answereth to face, so the heart of man 
to man.”  The tasks for the student then are 
to read, clarify, paraphrase, state the 
principle and finally bridge to life.  This 
Proverb lends itself to similie, a 
comparison by “like” or “as.”  In the ways 
a man is able to see his face and know its 
feature by the reflection he can see in 
water, so a man is able to know and 
understand other men through having a 
similar heart. 
For myself, I see the real life application as 
related to our newly formed core values of 
Relationship, Responsibility, Respect and 
Rigor.  An education at Hope Lutheran 
gives us a unique opportunity to be in 
relationship with oneself, our community 
and most importantly with God.  With only 
one class per grade it requires of us self 
discipline and respect in how we relate to 
one another.  The wisdom of the Proverb is 
that we can know others better by knowing 
ourselves.  For we each know the good 
(peace and joy and Gods will) as well as 
the bad (temptation and sin.)  Romans 
12:15 says, “We can help bear the burdens 

of others suffering and we can rejoice with 
them that do rejoice and weep with them 
that weep.” 
Another unique aspect of Hope is the 
Olweus Bullying Prevention Program.  We 
may not experience “bullying” in a larger 
sense perhaps like other schools but the 
unique aspect of Olweus is that the focus is 
not on the “target” and counseling him/her 
per se as it is in empowering the 
community in standing together to be 
responsible and caring.  When we can 
empathize with one another by knowing 
our own heart we can know better how to 
treat one another.  Olweus principles are 
taught to our students in weekly class 
meetings in addition to the Christian 
education they are receiving. 
An education at Hope offers a unique way 
to be in community with each other and 
with God; that is the essence of our first 
core value, Relationship.

It is often called 
the “Death with Dignity” 
measure.  We more accurately 
call it Physician Assisted Suicide.  
Please find out the facts and 
why we do not believe in 
euthanasia.  If you have 
questions on this issue, there is a 
booklet, That They May Live, 
from the president’s commission 
on the Sanctity of Life LCMS.  
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
