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When we look forward to 2010, it is often good to
look back.

For centuries and centuries Christian theology has
taught that God created the world in wisdom. By
His powerful word the creation was spoken into
existence. It is the creation that we study in
school. This can be a wonderful and powerful
former of students and teachers and can take off
the blinders that limit the vision of Christiani.

you have not done so already, take on new eyes
for 2010 and consider the ideas that follow.

In language classes we learn the meaning of words
and the structure of language. Our God is a
speaker. The Bible is a collection of His speech
and it is remarkable that Jesus is described as the
Word, the Logos.

In social studies, as we study our history, we tegi
to build a network of dates, places and events. In
this discussion we brush up against fundamental
guestions such as “What is the nature of man?”
“What is the good society?” “What is a proper
goal for society?”

In religion courses, we consider what we ought to
do. We listen to the aspirations of the Gospel and
hear the good news of the Gospel. As we see
ourselves and our world through the lens of God’s
Word, our study also has reminders of God'’s grace
and providence.

In math and science classes we study what is
around us and develop new eyes to see in new
ways what is often right in front of us. The math
facts, the number patterns, shadows, our breathing
pattern, and our finger prints are a start to give
students and teachers a vision of the structure and
meaning of the physical world God has made. ltis
not helter-skelter.

Art and music classes involve student’s non-verbal
ways of expressing ideas, objects, and dreams.
Symmetry, rhythm, color, light, techniques for
music and art are studied. These non-verbal
expressions in our creations are a reminder of the
One in whose image we are created.

A Christian school is in the business of forming
students. What is our vision for this task as we
look back at our heritage and look forward to
God’s providences in 20107

Be warned. There are hazards along the way.
Specialization and strict categories for the subjec
taught can lead us to ignore the unity of the
curriculum. We can miss the great variety of
aspects in God's creation and only focus on the
few. Specialization fragments learning. We can
become specialists and ignore the big picture and
shrivel healthy student formation. Technology can
strengthen only the utilitarian approach to
education because it can easily ignore the issues o
purpose and meaning.

To change my analogy a little bit, as we start into
2010, we are like people crossing a busy street.
We need to look both ways.
