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As most of you already know (by walking 
through stores and watching your children 
get excited) this Saturday, October 31, is 
Halloween.  But it is also Reformation Day.  
On October 31, 1517, Martin Luther (from 
whom the Lutheran church gets its name), 
nailed 95 thesis (or statements) to a church 
door in Wittenburg, Germany.  This was a 
common way to post a notice in his day.  
He wanted to discuss some practices of the 
Catholic Church that he disagreed with (he 
was a Catholic monk).  One of the practices 
was the sale of indulgences, which were 
pieces of paper that people could buy to 
“receive” forgiveness of their sins.  Luther 
was not trying to start a “new” church – he 
was hoping to “reform” the church to the 
way Jesus taught that it should be.  He 
stressed what he read in the Bible – that we 
are saved through grace (God’s love that 
we don’t deserve), not by works (things 
that we do).  Martin Luther believed that 
the Bible is God’s inspired word, and that it 
is the final authority on all matters of faith.  
Happy Reformation Day!
